Minimal Personnel Requirements 
The following requirements must be met at the time of submittal:

1.
The Prime Consultant must employ on a full-time basis, one Underwater Bridge Inspection Project Manager who must have at least five years experience in managing underwater bridge inspection projects.

2.
In addition to the above requirement, the Prime Consultant must also employ on a full-time basis, or through the use of a Sub-Consultant(s):

a.
Four complete dive teams capable of being deployed at different locations simultaneously. Dive teams must meet or exceed the Association of Diving Contractors (ADC) Consensus Standards for Commercial Diving Operations, and consist of two divers and a tender, one of the divers being the job site diver supervisor. All divers and tenders will be ADC certified as demonstrated through appropriate ADC Certification Cards.

b.
Equipment suitable to deploy the dive teams at four different locations simultaneously.

c.
Equipment suitable to accommodate at least one DOTD bridge inspector at each bridge being inspected at all times.

d.
Office staff capable of preparing electronic and paper reports as specified herein.

e.
The Consultant/Team will provide communication equipment suitable for prompt voice contact between the point of contact and the DOTD inspector on the site. The Consultant/Team will designate a point of contract for each task order.

Please note that the following requirement must be met before the issuance of a TO: NBIS Requirements state under 23 CFR 650.309 (d) “An underwater bridge inspection diver must complete an FHWA approved comprehensive bridge inspection training course or other FHWA approved underwater diver bridge inspection training course.”
